A. An academic year consists of two semesters, beginning on March 1% and
September 1% respectively.

B. Courses are provided for 15 weeks per semester.

C. Students earn 3 credits by attending a course. In order to complete the whole
course of study, Master’s degree students are required to earn 24 credits, while
doctoral degree students 36 credits, with the minimum CGPA(Cumulative Grade
Point Average) of 2.7(B-) out of 4.3 scale.

D. In addition to the above major-related courses, students should take mandatory
Basic Courses including 2 Korean language courses and 2 foundation subjects
designed for international students in order to graduate. Basic Courses are

noncredit and graded pass/fail.

A. On-campus Dormitory (Double Occupancy)
