2. Admissions Procedure: The admissions procedure will be conducted under the
NIIED guidelines and rules implemented by KU OIA.
O Application Deadline: Friday, March 4, 2022 (University Track)
O Assessment: Based on documents submitted (if interview is necessary, applicants will
be informed individually)
O Application Documents
- All application documents must be submitted within the application deadline.
- Applications submitted after the deadline are not considered valid.
- Applications submitted via e-mail or fax are not accepted.
- Applicants must submit an official document proving the relationship between the
applicants and their parents.
- Applicants to the following programs must submit a DVD file with the designated
musical pieces or a portfolio.

- One German Lied
Voice - One French or British & American Lied
- One Aria from Opera or Oratorio

- Composition of a piano piece based on a given motive between

Composition 16 and 24 bars (ca. 60 min.)

Music

(interview) - One piece from the Classical period

Piano - One piece from the Romantic period or Twentieth Century

Orchestral - First and Second Movements of a Sonata or Concerto
Performance (if fast movement, cadenza should be included)

Design - Portfolio

Living Design - Portfolio

10 images or representative examples of the applicant's art work
(title, medium, size, and the date of completion for each work should
be stated)

- Media Art: Ad-sized images (time-based work may be submitted in
video format files contained in a CD)

- Any incomplete or fraudulent applications will be discarded, and the successful
scholar status and/or admissions (including graduation) will be terminated/revoked
even after admissions.

- All submitted documents will NOT be returned.

- Important notices will be sent out to successful candidates separately.

3. Important Notes: Any specific matters not stated in this guideline will follow
the official rules implemented by the NIIED and KU OIA.
O Program (Major) Selection and Application Eligibility
- Applicant’s previous academic background (major, specialization, division, etc.) must
be congruent with the applying program (major) at Konkuk University.
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- Applications with any inconsistency between the applicant's academic background
and the applying program will be considered unqualified and excluded from the
screening process.

- Applicants CANNOT change the program (major) of study after admissions.

O Organizing and Preparing Application Documents

- Recommendation letters must be written in English or Korean and signed by the
applicant’'s academic advisor or dean (president) of the university the applicant has
enrolled and studied.

- Any types of recommendation letter written by a professor of Konkuk University
should not be included in the application packet. (Such cases will be reported to
the Admissions Committee and the application will be excluded from the screening
process.)

- Transcripts not indicating CGPA with full marks or percentile score, must be
supplemented with an official document issued by the applicant's university
describing the university's grading system.

O Document Supplementation

- All successful applicants must submit the @degree certificate with apostille (or
consul certified in Korean Embassy) and @official transcript issued in English
(accompanied by a notarized translation in Korean or English, if not issued in
English) to KU OIA.

- Failing to meet the above requirement is considered “inappropriate” and the
successful scholar status and/or admissions (including graduation) will be
terminated/revoked even after admissions.

- Additional documents may be requested for verification purposes and applicants
must follow directions given by KU OIA.
