O Documents that are not in Korean or English must be translated and publicly notarized.

O Translated documents by individual are not acceptable. All documents must be translated and notarized by a
translator or translation agency.

O In the case of any uncertainty about an applicant’s eligibility, the applicant may be asked for additional
supporting documents.

O If there is a suspicion of possible plagiarism or ghostwriting of an applicant’s application or an inauthentic
recommendation letter, the applicant or the referee may be asked to provide an explanation. If any suspicion
is confirmed, the applicant will be disadvantaged and be subject to penalties such as a deduction on the
evaluation score, cancellation or revocation of admission at any time.

5-4. Notes for required documents

O Concerning the following cases, admission may be denied or revoked;

1) Applicant who does not submit required documents or submits insufficient/incomplete documents

2) Applicant who does not submit documents within the designated period

3) Applicant who fraudulently carries out the application process

4) Applicant who does not meet the eligibility criteria

7. Notice for newly admitted students

7-1. Insurance
