IV. Application Procedure

Admission decisions are based on the candidate's academic achievements and
potential, as well as his or her personal accomplishments.

The admissions committee reviews a number of factors including records of
past studies (such as GPA), study plan, personal statement, and letters of
recommendation. Other records of achievement and specific qualifications such
as language proficiency are also taken into consideration. Candidate's application
is reviewed in the context of the level of studies completed, quality of
achievement and characteristics of institutions attended. Finally, the
appropriateness of the applicant's academic goals and suitability of preparation
for the proposed program of studies are assessed. Interviews, examinations,
and/or additional documents may be required from the applicant, based on the
policy of the particular college or department. Applicants will be notified via
individual email if an interview or a separate exam is necessary.

V. Important Notes

1. Those who attended or graduated from a University in Korea for their
undergraduate/graduate studies are not eligible to apply.

2. Applicant may apply through only a single recommending institution, which
includes diplomatic office, university, adoption organization. If applicant applies
via more than one recommending institution, (i.e. two different universities or
from a university and from diplomatic office) he/she will be eliminated from the
selection list.

3. Documents submitted to the recommending institution for the application



process will not be returned.

4. If the information submitted in the application package is unclear or if any
part of application material is missing, his/her application will not be subject to
evaluation. If such issues are found after the admission has been offered, the
admission will be rescinded.

5. Personal Medical Assessment must not contain any false information. If any
conditions which can affect long-term international study are found during the
health examination conducted after the offered admission, the admission
decision will be rescinded.

6. The applicants’ name on the application form MUST be identical to the
applicant’s passport name.

7. When choosing an applying university, name of a department or major you
choose must be identical with the official names stated in the list of SNU
programs. (Please refer to the list of SNU programs)

8. Once the applicant completes their application, he/she cannot make any
modification of desired program/department/major of their choice.

9. All submitted documents must be original copies. If the document is not
drafted in Korean or English, it must be accompanied by a certified Korean or
English translation.

10. If submitting a photocopy of the required document, applicant must obtain
a form of certification/notary from the issuing institution confirming the validity
of the copy as being the same as the original.

11. Certificates of language proficiency such as TOEFL, TEPS, IELTS, or TOPIK
must be original copies. (Photocopied one will not be recognized)

12. SNU does not disclose information related to admission decisions such as
eligibility of each applicant, content of evaluation, and the reason of rejection or
disqualification.

13. If additional information are required during the evaluation process,
additional documents may be requested for verification purposes.

14. Applicant is responsible for any disadvantage resulting from error, omission
or incorrect input of requested information. Please pay careful attention while
completing the application form to avoid any issues. Once the application has
been submitted, changes (including the application information or desired
program of their choice) cannot be made. Desired program of study cannot be
changed even after the enrollment.

15. As for the degree certificate & transcript, if applicants cannot submit the
Apostille or Embassy/Consular confirmation, he/she may submit them as
validated/attested/notarized by the issuing institute or a notary office at the
time of application. However, he/she must submit the Apostille or
Embassy/Consular certified Degree certificate/transcript once admitted to SNU.
