[Sogang Graduate School]

O Since more than 70~80% of the courses in the Humanities and Social Sciences
departments are offered in Korean, fluency in Korean is required. (Not including
Departments in Natural Sciences, Engineering and Global Korean Studies) Even
though you achieve TOPIK level 3 after one year of Korean Language class, high
level of Korean Language proficiency(at least TOPIK 4) will be needed to take
courses in the Graduate School. Especially applicants for Korean Language and
Literature, German Language and Literature, French Language and Literature,
Chinese Language Literature and Culture, History, Economics, Mathematics
Education department must have TOPIK 4 or above, and those for Mass
Communications need TOPIK 5 or above when entering SGU. Applicants for
Art&Technology need TOEFL IBT 80 or above (IELTS 5.5 or above) when entering
SGU later.

O Applicants must submit one original copy and one extra photocopy of all required
documents. (You can submit only one original copy of Recommendation letter.)
